Remembering

We take a piece of eucalptus in our hands, crush the leaves and recall our experiences of bushfires.

L1
Take your eucalyptus leaves, crush them to release the scent of oil, and join us as we reflect on the the bushfire experiences of Black Saturday.

L2        In the past we knew the ‘way’ of bushfires. We  knew the speed of the           
fire and the time needed to prepare for the actual flames. We knew 

how to burn firebreaks to retard the fire. But with climate change, all 
of these factors changed. On Black Saturday, all the known patterns 
of a bushfire seem to have been transcended.


L3
Instead of a cluster of eucalyptus trees engulfed in flames, imagine a 

tsunami, a wall of fire crashing through towns and leaving nothing in 

its  wake. The intensity of the typical bushfire had changed.


L1
Instead of plumes of swirling smoke and burning leaves flying into 
            the sky, imagine a tornado with massive balls of fire leaping over an 

entire valley and landing on houses on the opposite hillside. The 


height and force of the typical bushfire had changed.


L2
Instead of ferocious flames fanned by a hot North wind, imagine a 


hurricane  like Katrina, with temperatures of  110 degrees 



Fahrenheit, blasts of over 100 miles an hour and fierce fires, like 


open mouths, 
consuming all in their path. The heat of the typical 


bushfire had changed.


L3
 Instead of watching the horizon a few miles away and preparing to 

defend 
your home within the hour, imagine that balls of flame fed by 

eucalyptus oil are suddenly landing on your house with virtually no 

time to escape.
The speed of the typical bushfire had changed.


L1
The infamous bushfires of past years were ferocious, and  most of 


Victoria was prepared for similar days.  Black Saturday was a 


different.  With climate change has come increased hot spells, 


decreased rainfalls and unfriendly weather patterns.  The rise of C02 

in the atmosphere has led to  increased vegetation in the region, 


much of which is tinder dry on a day 
like Black Saturday.


L2
We are no longer prepared for disasters like these. 170 people were  

burned alive. More than 7000 people were made homeless.Graham 

Mills, from the Centre for Australian Weather and Climate Research 

is quoted in The Australian of Feb 10 as saying:  ‘The conditions that 

lead to extreme fire weather are heat, low humidity, wind and 


drought. On Saturday the temperature set a new set of records. When 

you get these conditions, nobody has really had experience of them 

before.’

With Black Saturday the paradigm of a typical bushfire has changed, 

the furore intensified and the classic bushfire scenario were  


superseded. We are now filled with new doubts and new anxieties as 

we come before our God for assurance.

Readings for Bushfire Sunday

Old Testamen: 1Kings 19.1-14  In this text, the themes of all four Sundays are brought into focus. Elijah, running from his responsibility, experiences a fierce storm, an earthquake and a fire. But this time, God's presence was not in any of these.  Then he experiences sheer stillness. In the shimmering stillness God's presence is known and a voice is heard.  Can that be true for us? Where is our God for us today?

Psalm: Psalm 29  This Psalm celebrates the voice of God thundering in the storm. That voice also flashes forth flames of fire that can consume and strip the forests bare. The voices of creation celebrate this God as king; the voice from Calvary cries 'why?'

Epistle: Acts 2.1-15  The association of fire with the spirit of God may seem striking. That association is explicit at Pentecost and represents a new beginning. Ironically it is the very spirit/wind of God that impels the bushfire. Yet, it is the Christ of the cross who also suffers when the fire rages.

Gospel: Matthew 3.1-12  Jesus promises a baptism of fire by the Holy Spirit. Those who experienced a baptism of fire in the bushfires may wonder whether Jesus knew what such a baptism might mean. Then again, the cry of Christ from the cross reveals that he knew what it meant to feel forsaken.  He too suffers in these baptisms of fire.

Children’s Address:  Don't Play with Matches

Prayer: Thank you God for fire to keep us warm.  Teach us never to play with matches and burn things in the bush.

Sermon or Reflection

Bushfires are part of the natural ecology known to the Indigenous people of Australia. Bushfires have destroyed human habitations, reducing homes to ashes. Global warming seems to have made recent bushfires even fiercer, faster  and more deadly that those in paster generations.  Where is God in our bush fires today?  What does preparation mean?

God may have appeared on Sinai in a mighty fire, first to Moses and then to Elijah. Bushfires, however, are not a similar revelation or judgement of this God. They are the expression of wild nature in our world today.  And Christ, the cosmic presence of God among us, experiences these bushfires as we do and suffers with us. In Christ we find comapassion and assurance for the future.
